• the statement made by 
Abraham Lincoln on 1 
January 1863 that all slaves 
in the states were free

• led in 1865 to the 13th 
Amendment to the 
American Constitution, 
which officially ended 
slavery in all parts of the US
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The assassination of Abraham 
Lincoln

• 14 April 1865 (one week after the surrender of the
South)

• Ford´s Theatre in Washington
